Meodel [l Over the span of its production several
versions of the Model F were built. First used in
indoor rinks, the “FL" was the standard while the
height was |ater raised for use on outdoor rinks
(more snow capacity) and these were designated
“FH" units. One variation had bigger water tanks
and conveyed the snow to the right side for speed
skating tracks. To assist outdoor operators with snow
removal, some Model F machines were modified
with snow unloading devices and quick dumping
snow tanks.
